Abraham Lincoln (Republican ) preceded him and Ulysses S. Grant (Republican) followed him.

Lincoln had chosen Johnson as his VP as a conciliatory move approaching the end of the war.  Andrew Johnson had remained in the Senate as a pro-Union Southern Democrat.  As part of the plan to assassinate Pres. Lincoln co-conspirator George Atzerodt had been assigned the task of killing Andrew Johnson, but lost his nerve.  So Johnson survived the assassination and succeeded Pres Lincoln on April 15th 1865.

7.  When he left office, was it by:  choice, defeat, natural death, assassination, or resignation.  Explain your answer. Following the impeachment proceedings Johnson was not nominated  by his partyfor the 1868 election.
