A strongly contested election.  The XYZ Affair and the Alien and Sedition Acts were used against John Adams by Jefferson’s supporters and proof of two much power for the central government under the Federalist system.   It was the first national debate over State’s Rights Vs Federal Authority.  The election had to be decided by the House of Representatives when Aaron Burr and Thomas Jefferson received the same number of electoral votes.  Assured of defeat by Jefferson Adams waited as the House voted 36 times before awarding the presidency to Thomas Jefferson.     Electors: Jefferson 73; Burr 73; Adams 65
