Part I – Outline and note set.  

Read chapters 1 through 5 in your text – Out of Many.  Take notes on chapters 1 through 3 and prepare comprehensive outlines of chapters 4 and 5.  Soon after the school year begins, you will be given a multiple-choice test on all five chapters.  Attached you will find 100 practice questions.  You may use these for practice if you choose; they will not be collected.  The outlines of chapters 4 and 5 will be collected.  College level outlines are expected.  Do your best work. 
Part II  -  People, Places, Events 
The history of the United States has been shaped by specific People, Places, and Events.  While certain events and people are obviously mainstream (i.e. the Civil War) some are a bit more obscure, but nevertheless important and pivotal.  Your task will involve an analysis of these People, Places, and Events.

Your Task: Select One person, One place, and One event from our history. You must represent the 3 American centuries: 1700-1799, 1800-1899, and 1900-1999.  You will have a total of 3 items to complete (i.e. a person from the 18th Century, a place from the 19th Century and an event from the 20th Century).  These 3 papers must be handwritten and legible.  There is no specific length – simply do your best and try to make your best, complete effort. 
· For Your  Person:  Detail the individual’s background and how this person became an historical figure.  What impact did this person specifically have on his/her time period and/or United States history?   Explain any political, social, or economic viewpoints.  If appropriate, discuss his/her peers and their relationship.  Include your reason for choosing this person over others. (You may not choose George Washington or Abraham Lincoln.)
· For Your Place:  Select a place that has specific historical significance.  Completely explain its geographical location and importance in history and/or the political, social, or economic development of the United States.   Include any necessary supporting details.  Include your reason for choosing this place over others.  
· For Your  Event:  Select a specific event that you consider pivotal to U.S. History.   Completely describe the circumstances involved.  Include any necessary people and places to help explain its importance.  Include your reason for choosing this event over others. (You may not choose the Revolutionary, Civil, or Vietnam Wars.) 
· Everything Counts:  Errors in format, grammar, spelling, and paragraph structure will cause score deductions.  Papers lacking paragraphs or otherwise poorly presented will receive no credit.
